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Shell lance son programme de compensation de CO2 pour les automobilistes
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Avec le lancement de la compensation de CO2 le 7 octobre, les automobilistes auront la possibilité de compenser les émissions de
CO2 du carburant acheté chez Shell. La contribution volontaire pour le CO2 s'éléve a 1 centime par litre[1] et sera ajoutée au prix
du carburant, directement a la station-service. Les émissions de CO2 générées par la consommation d'essence et de diesel sont
ainsi compensées par les crédits d'émissions. Shell prend en charge les frais de compensation du CO2 pour la fabrication et la
distribution du carburant.

Les crédits d'émission pour la compensation deCO2 issus des contributions volontaires proviennent de projets internationaux de
protection et de développement des foréts. Le Cordillera Azul National Park Project au Pérou et le Katingan Peatland Restoration and
Conservation Project en Indonésie font partie des projets de compensation du programme Shell. Les économies effectives de CO2
de ces projets sont contrélées et évaluées par des organes de certification indépendants.

Par ailleurs, Shell soutiendra un projet de renaturation en Suisse afin de s'engager sur place pour la protection de la nature et du
climat. Des informations complémentaires suivront sous peu.

A la caisse, dites "oui" a la compensation de CO2 a la caisse

Le nouveau programme de compensation est lancé dans plus de 100 stations Shell en Suisse et s'applique a tous les carburants,
essence et diesel. Aprés avoir fait le plein, il est demandé aux clients a la caisse s'ils souhaitent compenser le CO2 généré par la
combustion du carburant. Si les clients acceptent, un montant de 1 ct/l est calculé et indiqué sur la facture de carburant. Pour un
plein de 40 litres, le montant s'éléve a une majoration de 40 centimes. Shell assume en plus les frais de compensation du CO2
pour la fabrication et la distribution du carburant.

Du 26 octobre au 25 novembre 2020, les utilisateurs de l'application Shell recevront un bon de compensation de CO2 qu'ils
pourront faire valoir a la caisse. Pendant cette période, Shell prend en charge la compensation de CO2 pour le client.

Les clients professionnels peuvent eux aussi compenser les émissions de CO2 de leur flotte. Pour ce faire, ils doivent simplement
s'inscrire au service de compensation de la Shell Card an. Le montant de compensation est calculé pour la flotte et est indiqué sur
la facture.

Offre pour les véhicules a moteur thermique

"Méme si les immatriculations de voitures électriques augmentent, la plupart des automobilistes continueront a faire le plein avec
du carburant classique ces prochaines années”, explique Julian Weber, chef des stations-service de Shell en Suisse. "Notre
programme de compensation s'adresse justement a ces personnes et est concu pour proposer au plus grand nombre
d'automobilistes de contribuer a la protection du climat.”
